1.  Defining Inhumanity:  Look up the definition of inhumanity and record it below.
2.  Recognizing Theme:  This unit revolves around the concept of man’s inhumanity to man.  Research and record below who coined the phrase, what poem it comes from, and what it means. 
3. Connecting to Literature:  How does the idea of Man’s Inhumanity relate to the literature we have read in class thus far:  The Epic of Gilgamesh, The Tragedy of Julius Caesar, Oedipus Rex, or Things Fall Apart?  Explain in 3-5 complete sentences.

4.  Connecting to Personal Experience:  Where have you seen inhumanity to man in your community, country, or world?  Explain in 3-5 sentences.
5.  Connecting to Research:  Google a recent incident involving inhumanity to man.  Then, briefly summarize below what happened and how the local community (or world) responded.
Purpose:  For this research project you will be working in groups to select, research, and define an individual, event, or conflict which represents man’s injustice towards one another.  The purpose is to gain and present a thorough overview of background information leading up to the inhumanity, the inhumanity itself, and then the aftermath.  

Process:  Research Notes, Outline, Rough Draft, and Peer Editing.

Product:  An informational paper with parenthetical references and a Works Cited page.
